
 ◦ Momentous Institute has been building and repairing social emotional 
health for over 90 years.

program that serves children, ages 3-5 years, with major emotional 
dysregulation.

 ◦ Opportunities available for Doctoral level psychology students 
pursuing degrees in psychology.

 ◦ Exposure to a variety of direct training opportunities including 
individual and family, early childhood assessments, and intensive 
therapeutic group programs with children, adolescents and families.

 ◦ Weekly supervision from a Licensed psychologist, including 
opportunities for live supervision, videotaped, and co-therapy. Also, 
the ablility to collaborate with talented and diverse team of clinicians 
including RPTs, LMFTs, LPs, LCSWs and LPCs.
